Elevator pitch is a brief (30 seconds) pitch
introducing yourself, getting across a key point
and making a connection.

To prepare for your elevator pitch, think about the
following:
« Who Are You? Self understanding (values,
interests, passions, purpose)
e Major/Career
o 1 Skill learned through (volunteer, internship,
job shadowing or job)
e Call to action

Be prepared and make sure your elevator pitch is
tailored to the appropriate audience (e.g. Career
Fairs, Networking Event, Grocery shopping, etc)

Practice with Career Services, Family Friends, By
yourself in the mirror, Classmates




Reminders:

Engage in repetitive activities:
Academics - be successful at your studies - learn and
apply what you've learned

Professional Development - network with at least one
person in your field (quarterly)

Beware of your deposits and withdrawals

Affirm yourself often - with your identity statement
and your permission and commitment statement
